Franschhoek Property 
Sales grind to a halt
The following table shows details of the last 
three months sales of property in Franschhoek 
drawn from Deeds Office records. February is 
the last month we have shown because, typically, 
there is a three month delay in registration and 
currently we have no sales in February. Clearly, 
there are likely to be some transactions on de-
layed registration that are still to be logged by 
the Deeds Office. I have updated the year-on-
year comparisons that were shown last month 
because additional sales have come through.

The market continues to decline. Year-on-year 
sales of residential property in Franschhoek (ex-
cluding sectional titles) have fallen by approxi-
mately 70%; R164million in the year to Febru-
ary 2009 against R533million the previous year. 
The number of transactions has fallen by some 
66% from 129 last year to 44 currently. Finally, 
the value of the average transaction has fallen by 
approximately 10% year-on-year.
